NB: The following is prepared from Falkland Islands Registers and files – there may be other family 
born outside the Falklands.  Unless stated otherwise, all dated births, deaths and marriages 
occurred in the Falklands and all numbered graves are in Stanley Cemetery.  Various spellings of 
names are recorded as written at the time. 
 
Gordon ROSS was born circa 1833 (not in Falkland Islands).  Gordon was married to 
Margaret SUTHERLAND (not in Falkland Islands).  
 
Gordon, age 40 & a shepherd, Margaret, age 31, and their children William ROSS, age 9, 
Alexander ROSS, age 7, Ellen ROSS, age 4, David ROSS, age 2, and Peter S ROSS, 
an infant, were passengers on board the Boyne, leaving Southampton 9 June 1873 for 
Montevideo.  They travelled from Montevideo to Stanley on board the Black Hawk.  Also 
on board was Donald ROSS, age 28, shepherd.  [D16: p82; H22; FIC/C1: desp 453]

2. Alexander ROSS born circa 1866 (not in the Falkland Islands.  Alexander, age 7, 
came to the Falkland Islands with his family on board the Boyne, leaving 
Southampton 9 June 1873 for Montevideo.  They travelled from Montevideo to 
Stanley on board the Black Hawk.   
 

3. Ellen ROSS born circa 1869 (not in the Falkland Islands.  Ellen, age 4, came to the 
Falkland Islands with her family on board the Boyne, leaving Southampton 9 June 
1873 for Montevideo.  They travelled from Montevideo to Stanley on board the Black 
Hawk.   

 
4. David ROSS born circa 1871 (not in the Falkland Islands.  David, age 2, came to the 

Falkland Islands with his family on board the Boyne, leaving Southampton 9 June 
1873 for Montevideo.  They travelled from Montevideo to Stanley on board the Black 
Hawk.   
 

5. Peter S ROSS born circa 1873 (not in the Falkland Islands.  William, an infant, came 
to the Falkland Islands with his family on board the Boyne, leaving Southampton 9 
June 1873 for Montevideo.  They travelled from Montevideo to Stanley on board the 
Black Hawk.   

 

6. Maryann ROSS born 25 December 1875 at Bluff Creek.  Her father's occupation was 
recorded as shepherd and he signed with a X. 

 

7. James ROSS born 15 May 1878.  His father's occupation was recorded as shepherd 
and he signed with a X.
