11. RATS; Another island goes all out
to exterminate rats and mice and, of
course, SOREXA is used. A letter
from the Clerk of the Works, Ascension
Island, reports ” ... technique entirely
new to me (SOREXA). We made 50
wooden bait boxes 12”x 9”x 5” with 2”
square entry spaces at each end . . .
sliding lid . . . numbered for record
purposes. We mixed in clean dust­
bin 4 parts of sugar, 1 part oil, 14
parts maize meal, 1 part SOREXA.
We baited on the following principle:
20 boxes were placed in strategic
positions where we knew that rats and
mice abounded; these we placed as
permanent boxes. With the remainder
we completely encircled Georgetown.

We began to pick up rats and mice on
seventh day ... majority Rattus rattus ... to keep account of rats and mice
picked up became impossible. The result had to be seen to be believed.
It has now become difficult to see a rat or mouse in or around Georgetown”.
