JCNA Research Services & Accessions

As part of our routine tasks, we respond to research queries and facilitate in-person research appointments for those wishing to view
records physically in the Reading Room. Since January 2023 we have dealt with 80 queries (a total of 209 since July 2023) and
supervised 10 research appointments (a total of 23 researchers who have visited the Archives since July 2023).

We have also accepted four collections of material gifted by private individuals to the Archives, including Peter Pepper and Bjorn
Gillsater. Their donations will enrich our collection and allow us to further showcase the history of the Islands. The collection of Sven
Gillsater photographs, gifted by his son Bjorn, provide great snapshots into life in the Islands across Camp and Stanley and we were
pleased to complete formal paperwork with Bjorn after having the framed photographs in our collection since 2005.

Work is ongoing to catalogue these records and, for those records open and accessible to researchers, we will work to make them
available on our website and/or in person for research appointments.

Advocacy & Outreach

The Archives have been taking part in a few events to help promote the service and advocate for the Archives. This has included:
