JCNA Research Services

Since our last update in October, and the start of the second quarter, the JCNA have
responded to 62 research queries and have received 4 new accessions of material. As we
have undertaken Explore Your Archives Week in November, we have received more
queries as the community becomes more aware of our services and are keen to research
about Falkland history. The rise in the number of requests is already an improvement on
last year's statistics for this time of year.

Advocacy & Outreach:

The Archives have been busy engaging with the following events:

o JEACMT History Project 2025
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The Year 9 FICS students visited the JCNA for their tour of the service and
Archives staff have recently been to IJS to introduce the students to the JKACMT
History project. This year, in addition to the normal tours, students across both
schools have all received a presentation and support in class by the Archive staff
and members of the Trust, to tell the students about why they do the history prize
and brainstorm/consider what research topic they might choose. The Archive team
will get ready to host IJS for their tour in January/February 2025 and then, along
with Trustees, reading through the submissions later in the year.

e  FICS Careers Day (10 October 2024)

The JCNA had 14 students visit as part of Careers Day organised by the Careers
Department. This 2hr session provided the students with an introduction to the
work undertaken by the service, and had them brainstorm ideas for the

#ExploreY ourArchives campaign and set up our equipment for monitoring the
conditions of the storage area. We ended the session talking about career pathways
into Archives, and heritage more generally.

e FIMA Friends Lecture Series (10 October 2024)

The Archives gave the first lecture as part of a new initiative run by the Friends of
the Falkland Islands Museum and Archives, talking about physical and online
access to the collections and our plans to increase community engagement. It was a
great session, and the Q&A session allowed us to pick up on points about how
people might donate material to the Archives and what we accept. The recording of
our presentation will be made available and if anyone would like to receive a link,
please get in touch.

e  FExplore Your Archives Week (21 November to 30 November 2024)

The 'Explore Your Archive Week' activities undertaken by the JCNA were a
continuation of outreach efforts to increase awareness within the local community
of the archive service and its role in ensuring the long-term survival and
preservation of the heritage of the Falkland Islands. In addition to the engaging
with the standard social media themes, the service hosted additional events to allow
the community to learn more about our National Archives service in the Islands —
this included tours of the Archives for both the general public and FIG
departments, and a presentation at the Museum.
