JCNA Research Services

Since our last update in June we completed the 23/24 financial year with 266 queries dealt with for the period July
2023-June 2024. We have continued to receive a steady amount of queries from the first quarter of 2024 (July-
end of September 2024) and dealt with 74.

o Website Redevelopment
The JCNA website is still in the process of being developed, with work behind the scenes to prepare new

The JCNA have worked hard to make as much information available as possible through our website. Recently
digitised files have sought to fill current gaps in existing material already on the website —including the series on
Kelp, Stamps and Defence.
